COVID-19 EMERGENCY RELIEF SUPPORT WORK Report 
 

Project Title: 
Provided dry rations to poor, needy and migrant families, run community kitchen and provide 

seeds to needful farmers of Beed district of Maharashtra, INDIA in COVID-19 situation. 

 
 

Project Period: 01 April 2020 to 31 March 2021 
 

 

Project area: 

40 villages of Beed, Kaij, Dharur, Majalgaon, Ambajogai and Wadvani block of Beed district of 

Maharashtra INDIA. 

 
 

Target Group: 

NT, DNT, SC, ST, Pardhi, Lamaan, Vadar, migrant, farmers, poor, needy, hungry families, CORONA 
affected families. 

 

 
Total Beneficiaries: 25000 

 
 
 

About Beed district Background: 
 

The Beed district is known as a district providing sugar cane cutter labour and this is mainly due 

to the vagaries of the nature. The community depends on agriculture which is suffering due to scanty 

rains and the continuous drought for last five years. The district is economically backward and poverty 

is spread all over especially it is very much visible in the villages and semi urban areas. More than 2500 

farmers have committed suicide due to unproductive land and indebtedness. This forces more than 

60% of population to migrate for sugar cane cutting. 

 

Impact of COVID – 2019 in Beed district: 
 

More than 7 lakh sugar cane cutters who have returned to their native villages are without any 

economic support. The farm labour, destitute, widows, support less, NT, DNT, Pardhi, Lamaan poor 

Community are without and work resulting in no food and purchasing capacity. Members of these 

families and children are hungry. 



Along with this insecurity of food and livelihood, the health issue is serious. The poor are not in a 

position to afford the medicines, masks, sanitizers and not aware of the seriousness if CORONA. 

 
CORONA patient numbers are increased in our area. So many villages in red zone, buffer zone 

and totally lock down. Poor, needy family’s condition of this area is very bad due to Lock down and 

CORONA virus. 

 
 

Nature of the support 
 

1. Awareness about Covid 2019. 

2. Relief work of providing lodging and boarding with tea, snacks, food, Grocery kit sufficient for a 

month, Mask and sanitizers and coordination with administration and Govt. 

3. Seeds and other needed material to 500 poor farmers. 

 
The secretary and staff of Janvikas [JVSS] had meetings with Tahsildar of Kaij for planning the 

support activities to help poor of various supports like awareness, distribution of grocery kits and 

health protection material keeping in mind the rule regulations and precautions and guidelines set by 

the administration. 

 
 

The discussion brought forth the following points 
 

1. Use of digital and social medial for Covid 19 awareness among SHGs groups, farmers, youth and 

migrant laborer. 

2. JVSS campus acquired for quarantine and isolation center of migrant laborer. Food, water and 

health protection material provide to migrant sugar cane workers, labourers, Divanga, landless, 

poor, marginal farmers, single, deserted women and children. 

 

 
Provision of food for 10000 internal state migrants 

 

Janvikas training center of Kaij is located on Pune - Nanded highway on two acres of land. Every 

year more than 6 to 7 lacks laborer from Beed migrate. The Govt declared total lockdown on 22 nd 

March and by then the migrant sugar cane labourers started returning and passing from the adjacent 

highway. They were hungry, thirsty and without and money. Due to total lockdown they were unable 

to get food and water as well as transport. They on their way started taking halt at Janvikas training 

center. 

 
Janvikas formed a team of 20 volunteers to prepare food, 10 for morning and other 10 for 

evening preparation. This community kitchen had 15 volunteers to distribute the food for 24 hours and 

5 volunteers to distribute water and other food supply arrangement for them. 



Those who were unable to travel further were provided lodging boarding facility in the training 

center. Majority of them were women and children and special care was taken of them. 

 
In all 10000 internal state migrants were provided the facility of community kitchen and health 

related material like mask and sanitizers at Janvikas Training Center from 22nd March till 15th June 

2020. 

 
 

Migrants and labourers from other states 
 

Laborers from Uttar Pradesh, Madhy Pradesh, Rajasthan, Zarkhand and Chattisgad migrate to 

Beed to work on construction sites, brick production, Hotel service, Stone and for other sundry work. 

Mostly they are daily wage earners. The work sites were closed due to lock down and the contractor 

escaped from paying them their dues. They were unable to move as well as being unknown were not 

getting food and other necessary requirements. 

 
Janvikas team visited them in their slums, Tandas, work sites understood their difficulties. 150 

as such families were then provided grocery kits sufficient for a month and provided health related 

protection material. 

 
Two-time lunch boxes were provided to 250 people in the slums where there was no provision 

of food. They get food and they survived. 

 
From the other district as well as from other states migrant laborers travelling in front of the 

Janvikas training center to their respective districts and villages. Janvikas Samajik Sanstha arranged two 

times meals from the community kitchens of the people who had gone on foot with their children. We 

also arranged temporary accommodation for them. They were helped as needed in terms of health. 

 
 

Support to migrants to reach their home town 
 

In all 500 migrants from other states were provided Govt passes and vehicles to go back to their 

home villages and towns. Janvikas coordinated with Govt and Administration to make their travel 

smooth and hassle free. 

 

 
Distribution of Grocery Kits 

 

The Volunteers, SHGs women in association with the Grampanchayat had surveyed the families 

of daily wage earners and found that majority of them have no food. The community identified 

composed of single deserted women, children, landless, Divayang, migrants from NT and DNT, Vadar, 

Masanjogi, Bhill. It was found that they had no employment and non liquid cash to purchase the 



necessities of life and survival. The child, woman and the whole family were hungry. There was no food 

in the house. The family was surveyed according to their needs and in collaboration with Women helps 

Group and Gram Panchayat. 

 
Appeal letter was send to heads of CSR, Donors for supporting them for a month. The response 

helped us to reach 2000 such families. Grocery kit sufficient for a moth was provided them with this 

support and JVSS is thankful to all these supporters. 

 
The grocery kits were prepared through purchases from local shops. It included floor, rice, oil, 

dal, sugar, tea powder, Poha, masala, soap, sanitizer, Mask for health and biscuits for children. The kit 

was prepared assuming 5 members per family. 

 

 
Distribution process 

 

Identify the poorest household (families) from given villages. Buy the Grocery kit from shop and 

Provide these Grocery kit to these poorest household (families). 

Purchasing Emergency relief support of Grocery (food) Kit from shop keeper which including 

Rice, Salt, Refined Oil, Sugar, Chili Powder, Turmeric powder, Dalia, flour, Biscuits for children’s, Poha 

to these families. Dal (Pulse) was purchased from local farmers. Due to the lockdown, farmers were not 

able to sell their Dal (Pulses) in the market. We purchase dal from the farmer in such a COVID-19 

situation so it helped those farmers a lot. We made a kit pocket at Janvikas training center. 

Through the villages volunteer, local transportation and villages women SHG groups we 

distribute these Grocery (food) Kit to Migrant workers, slum area peoples, homeless, Landless, 

Handicapped, Small Farmers, Destitute and deserted women, Poor women SHG Groups, Dalit, NT, DNT, 

Poor families In some cases door to door help was given. 

 
 

Awareness about Covid 
 

Those to whom volunteers approached for the distribution were also made aware of how to 

use mask and sanitizers as well as other guidelines of the Govt to protect oneself from the Covid-19. 

 
 

 Distribution of Seeds to 500 farmers 
 

The farmers were unable to sell their vegetables and had no money. They were unable to buy 

seeds as they had no resource and unable to go out. 

Janvikas distributed Seeds to farmers of remote locations in Kaij. Janvikas with the help of 

Grampanchayat surveyed such areas, estimated the loss they had due to their inability to sell what 

they had in their farms and also the suitable crop they otherwise cultivate in these hilly areas. Based on 



the need and demands of these farmers they were provided seeds of Bajra and Tur bag sufficient for 

an acre of land. In all 500 such needy farmers were supported. 

This helped these 500 farmers to cultivate their land for this season and maintain their 

livelihood in such a COVID-19 situation. 

 

7000 N-95 Mask and sanitizer Distribution 

Janvikas Organization distribute 7000 N-95 Mask and sanitizer for these front line workers i.e. 

Doctors, Nurses, Hospital staff, Police Department, Govt. offices, Administration offices, Municipal 

council workers, Safai Workers, Gram Panchayat employees, teachers, COVID yodha, Asha workers, 

Bank employees etc. of Beed district of Maharashtra INDIA for their security.
